Its beginnings date back to 1128 when an abbey was built close to where the Palace now
stands. In 1501, King James |V ordered a palace to be built next to the abbey. Over the
years the Palace was rebuilt and renovated many times. During the early 20" century, King
George V arranged for the installation of central heating and electric lighting in
Holyroodhouse.

Visitors can explore lots of impressive rooms in the Palace such as the State Apartments,
the Throne Room and the bedroom used by Mary, Queen of Scots. However, the Great
Gallery where you can see 95 portraits of kings and queens is definitely the best part of the
Palace. In 1746 these paintings were damaged by soldiers. If you look carefully, you can see
the marks of swords on many of the portraits.

The Palace is surrounded by beautiful gardens with a large number of colourful plants which
look fantastic in the summer.
